Youth Ministry Dress Code
First United Methodist Church of Fort Worth

We understand that different families, different communities, and different young people will vary in what clothes make them feel comfortable. Our dress code is oriented on our values of equality, agency for young people, and respect for diversity. 

This dress code applies to FUMC Fort Worth Youth Ministries events only. When we are partnering with other organizations, we will follow the regulations of whoever has the more conservative dress code as an act of respect towards our partners and their comfort levels. 


Tops will have no mid-drifts or cleavage. Mid-Drifts are acceptable for swimwear. 

Bottoms must cover bottom. Underwear must be covered at all times. 

Sleepwear must align with above criteria.

Bathing suits must allow for students to run, go down a slip and slide, do a cannonball, and otherwise play without exposing anywhere that would be normally covered by underwear. We ask for parent discretion in helping young people choose a suit they will feel comfortable in on youth events. 

Other restriction: No clothing (or accessories) containing words or symbols that are profane, suggestive or promote sexual, racial or ethnic slurs, gang affiliations, vulgarity; nor should they promote products which students may not purchase legally such as cigarettes, drugs, and alcohol.

Youth Ministries staff reserves the right to ask a participant or leader to change for any reason, including ones not explicitly listed above. 
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
